
Etihad in Pakistan

Etihad Airways of the UAE announced three new routes to Pakistan. This is a part
of the continuing rapid expansion of its Asian sub-continent network. The new
destinations of Islamabad and Peshawar were added to Etihad’s current Pakistan
service to Karachi, expanding travel opportunities between the UAE and Pakistan.
