Restoration Project

Exchanging  the  signed  agreement  between  Prabhath  Dahanayake,  Chief
Marketing Officer, SLT-MOBITEL, and Nishantha Edirisinghe, the Conservator
General of the Forest Department of Sri Lanka, with the participation of several
other officials from both organizations.
